In the spring of 1918, flu
broke out at the fort and he died of bronco pneumonia on April 1, 1918. He was buried in the Salt Lake City
cemetery.

At the time of his death, he was survived by his parents; four brothers; Lauritz LeRoy, John Smith, Grant Smith,
and Wilford Smith; and three sisters; Margaret Ethel, Mable Vivian, and Clarissa. He was preceded in death by
a brother, George.
