Class 3 Species (Contain):

Noxious weeds that are widely distributed in the
state and county. These species/populations, have
reached a population size or distribution that makes
eradication unlikely. Containment is the priority for
these species.

Class 1A Species (Early Detection Watch List):

Noxious weed present in adjacent states, but
either not present in Utah or in a few counties.
These species are of the highest concern for Early
Detection and Eradication.

Class 4 Species (Prohibited):

Noxious weeds that are known to be detrimental to
human or animal health, the environment, public
Class 2 Species (Control): roads, crops, livestock or other property and are
